Course Description: The purpose of this course is to introduce you to grant writing in special education (and/or other areas of your interest), and to prepare you to successfully obtain internal and external funding as a student and in the early stages of your post-doctoral career. This course will provide you with an introduction to available funding opportunities in special education research and training, the grant-writing process, and methodological approaches relevant to different funding options. This course is designed to provide a foundation for early career grant writing, as well as initial practice in writing grant applications in the area of special education.

1. Identify grant opportunities in special education available from the University of Pittsburgh, federal government, state government, and private foundations.
2. Describe the grant writing process 
3. Describe the factors needs for a successful grant application
4. Develop, revise, and provide feedback on first draft grant applications
5. Outline the critical components of grant proposals and the extent to which such components vary across funding sources 
6. Generate fundable grant ideas and research questions relevant to their interests
7.  Describe the responsibilities of grant procurement and management
